Jones, who served as
Speaker pro tempore,
becomes the first
African American, and
the first woman, to be
voted into the position.

She filled in for the
late House Speaker
Michael Busch, D-Anne
Arundel, who had fallen
ill during the session
and died April 7 after
being hospitalized with
pneumonia.

For weeks following
the close of the legisla-
tive session April 8,
Delegate Maggie McIn-

name from the race last week.

As the special session drew closer to
Wednesday, both McIntosh and Davis
stated they had secured the 71 votes—a
simple majority—necessary to win the
election.

The Legislative Black Caucus an-
nounced its support on Tuesday for Davis.
And in the midst of the Democratic Caucus’
deliberations Wednesday afternoon, the
House Minority Caucus released a state-
ment that it was pledging all 42 Republican
votes to Davis.

The Baltimore Sun and The Washington
Post reported the Democratic Caucus voted
58-40 for McIntosh in its closed-door meet-
ing, which would have given Davis, with
Republican support, enough votes to win
but at the cost of party unity.

Counseling Corner

Making Sports a Healthy Part of
A Child’s Life

We live in a society that places a great deal of emphasis on
sports. We see professional athletes paid astronomical salaries
and find the broadcast airways filled with almost endless coverage
of all types of sporting events.

All that visibility has an effect. While for many kids it certainly
builds interest in participating, it also can make some parents
feel it’s vitally important that they push their child to participate
and stand out in sports. Playing a sport when a child has an in-
terest and when it’s part of a balanced life can provide many
benefits, but when it’s parents driving a child to not just participate
but to excel in order to meet the parent’s expectations, it can
often have a harmful result.

Sports, of course, require physical activity and not just more
video game controller time. Being active is a positive thing for
every child, but this doesn’t mean every child has to be a baseball,
soccer or volleyball star.

As parents we want to encourage our children to try new
things. What matters is how that “encouragement” takes place.
If a parent introduces a child to a new sports activity in a gentle,
positive way, and tries to be supportive and helpful in teaching
the fundamentals and building confidence, it can be a good means
of opening up a new, enjoyable interest for the child.

But if a child is literally forced or shamed into participating,
and the child’s objections and fears about the activity are ignored,
that child is not a willing participant. He or she may be more
harmed by their anxiety and stress than helped by the physical
activity being gained, especially when a parent criticizes or teases
about sub-par performances.

When a sport is a poor fit for a child you’ll find him or her
skipping practices, faking illnesses and complaining endlessly
about having to participate. That’s a time to listen to your child.

Pushing a child into a sport where he or she doesn’t have the
ability or interest to participate satisfactorily is actually a means
of eroding the child’s self-esteem and confidence. What you
want is a healthy participation where the child is playing well
and meeting normal expectations. The child doesn’t have to be
the star. The main goals should be exercise, learning new skills,
building confidence, learning to play with others and, most im-
portantly, having a good time.

No child should have to worry where her next
meal will come from or whether she will have a
place to sleep each night in the wealthiest nation
on earth. Yet more than 12.8 million poor children
in America face these harsh realities every day. It is
a moral disgrace, a costly injustice and a profound
economic threat that nearly 1 in 5 children are poor
in our boastfully wealthy nation. Nearly 4 in 10 of
our children spend at least a year in poverty before
their 18th birthday and more than 1 in 10 struggle
through at least half their childhoods in poverty.
More than 2 in 3 poor children are children of color.

Most shamefully, our youngest children are our
poorest during their years of greatest brain devel-
opment. Permitting millions of children to live in
poverty—many denied basic human needs of hous-
ing, enough food and a chance to get ready for
school and attend schools with equal funding and
quality—is unjust. We are failing our children and
our nation.

When we let millions of children grow up poor
without basic necessities like food, housing and
health care, we deny them equal opportunities to
succeed in life and rob our nation of their future
contributions. Poverty decreases a child’s chances
of graduating from high school and increases her
chances of becoming a poor adult. It makes her
more likely to suffer illnesses and get sucked into
the criminal justice system. Beyond human costs,
child poverty has huge economic costs for all of
us. Our nation loses about $700 billion a year from

lost productivity and increased health and crime
costs stemming from child poverty.

Child poverty is an urgent and preventable crisis
for which solutions already exist if we have the
moral and economic sense to expand and invest in
them. In 2017 benefits like nutrition assistance,
housing vouchers and tax credits helped lift nearly
7 million children out of poverty. However, inade-
quate funding, eligibility restrictions and low
parental wages left millions of children behind. We
can and must do more to help all children escape
poverty now.

In 2015, the Children’s Defense Fund published
the first of our groundbreaking Ending Child
Poverty Now reports that showed, for the first time,
how America could immediately lift millions more
children out of poverty by simply improving and
investing in existing policies and programs that
work. Four years later it is unconscionable that our
leaders are still debating and millions of our poor
children are still waiting to have their basic survival
needs met. Millions of children needlessly suffer
in poverty because of our nation’s inaction. How
many more years, child lives and taxpayer dollars
will we waste before we end child poverty?

This week CDF released a new edition of Ending
Child Poverty Now, updating our earlier study with
help from the Urban Institute, and issued another
call for an immediate reduction in child poverty for
5.5 million children. It confirms once again that we
can act now to end child poverty for a majority of
children and raise family incomes for millions more.

Circuit and a former Judge of the U.S. District
Court for the Eastern District of Michigan.

My grandparents lived in Georgia, and
they were not allowed to vote because of racism.
I thought about them.”

Judge Keith was born in Detroit, the son par-
ents who were part of the Great Migration from
Georgia. His father worked for $5 a day in a Ford

By investing a small percentage of our federal
budget into existing programs and policies rather
than tax breaks for wealthy corporations, billionaires
and millionaires, we can reduce child poverty at
least 57 percent and help 95 percent of all poor
children.

These child investments would cost $52.3 bil-
lion—1.4 percent of federal spending and 0.3 per-
cent of U.S. gross domestic product (GDP). This is
a moral necessity and economic bargain our na-
tion—which approved nearly $2 trillion in tax cuts
for the wealthiest individuals and corporations in
2017—can easily afford.

The ques-
tion is not whether we have the knowledge or re-
sources to end child poverty, but whether we have
the moral decency, common sense and political
will to help every child reach healthy, productive
adulthood. Let all of us make our voices heard
and demand action for our children to live free
from poverty.

Motor plant. He served in the segregated U.S.
Army during World War II, working mainly at
kitchen duties, and was discharged as a sergeant.

While studying the law, he worked as a janitor
at a newspaper, where a white reporter told him
“keep mopping,” rather than strive for a legal ca-
reer.

He earned his law degree at Howard Univer-
sity, where future Supreme Court Justice Thur-
good Marshall was a mentor.

“He used to tell us to remember those four
words engraved on the Supreme Court: Equal jus-
tice under law,” Judge Keith said of Justice Mar-
shall. “He’d say, ‘The white man wrote those let-
ters on the Supreme Court. Now use those words
to make to make equal justice under law a reality.’
Thurgood also used to tell us: ‘Use the law as a
means of social change.’ I tried to do that through-
out my judicial career.”

We in the National Urban League join his fam-
ily and friends in mourning his passing. His land-
mark decisions reflect the highest ideals of the
equitable, honorable nation we strive to be. His
life and work stand as an example of dignity, in-
tegrity and determination.

USDA Agency Relocation

WASHINGTON, DC (May 3, 2019)—Congress-
man Steny H. Hoyer (MD-05) released the fol-
lowing statement today after the U.S. Department
of Agriculture (USDA) released the finalists for
the proposed relocation of USDA's Economic Re-
search Service (ERS) and National Institute of
Food and Agriculture (NIFA):

“I am extremely disappointed that none of the
sites designated as finalists for the relocation of
the USDA’s Economic Research Service and the
National Institute of Food and Agriculture are
within the National Capitol Region. I strongly
disagree with Secretary Perdue’s decision to re-
locate the facility outside of the Washington re-
gion. The relocation will disrupt the important
work carried out by the ERS and NIFA and un-

dermine morale, and hundreds of federal employ-
ees in the Fifth District and throughout the region
will be impacted by the proposed relocation. I
will continue to urge the Department of Agricul-
ture to rethink the relocation decision.”

In September, Congressman Hoyer and Con-
gresswoman Eleanor Holmes Norton (D-DC)
asked the USDA Inspector General to investigate
the proposed relocation. In December, Congress-
man Hoyer joined with Democrats in introducing
legislation to block the proposed relocation. Last
month, Congressman Hoyer and Congresswoman
Norton wrote to the House Appropriations Com-
mittee urging Members to prohibit the USDA
from using funds to carry out the proposed
relocation.

Ask Rusty:

Mother Seeking SSI
Benefits for Disabled Child

Dear Rusty:

My young daughter is disabled, and I am trying to make ends
meet financially. Can you help with a child’s SSI claim? Signed:
Needy Mother

Dear Needy Mother: “SSI”, or “Supplemental Security Income”, is
a Federal benefit program administered by, but separate from Social
Security. SSI is available for low-income disabled seniors and dis-
abled minor children. As your daughter’s parent you must apply di-
rectly with the Social Security Administration (you cannot apply
online). You can do this at the general SSA number (1.800.772.1213)
or at your local Social Security office, which you can find by going
to this link: www.ssa.gov/locator. Here, you can enter your zip
code and get back contact information for your local office, including
location, hours, and telephone number to call.

You should call first to make an appointment so as to speed up
the SSI application process and avoid long wait times. In order to
expedite the application, you should first complete a Child Disability
Report which will ask you to provide detailed information about
the child and the child's medical condition. A child is considered
disabled if suffering from physical or mental impairment which
causes a severe functional impairment which has lasted (or is ex-
pected to last) more than a year. Go to link for complete information
on applying for SSI: www.ssa.gov/applyfordisability/child.htm. In
addition to information on the child’s eligibility criteria and how to
apply, at this SSA website you will also find a link to the Child Dis-
ability Report.

Completing the report online is relatively straightforward and
intuitive if you have some computer skills but, if not, you can also
obtain a copy of the form (SSA-3820) at this link:
www.ssa.gov/forms/ssa-3820.pdf. You can download the Child Dis-
ability Report form (SSA-3820), print it, fill it out as completely as
possible by hand and provide it to Social Security when you submit
the SSI application. Gathering all the information requested and
providing it to Social Security via the Child Disability Report will
serve to greatly expedite the SSI application for your child. Please
be aware that there are household income limits and that SSI benefits
are closely coordinated with the State in which you live. In fact, So-
cial Security will contact your State's SSI benefit office to provide
them with your application, and your State's SSI benefit office will
verify the child's eligibility by contacting doctors, hospitals, teachers,
medical providers, schools or other contacts you have provided who
can verify the child's disability and eligibility. If the child is working,
he/she must not be earning more than the monthly allowable amount
($1220 for 2019) in order to be eligible for Supplemental Security
Income. Also, be aware that if the application is initially denied,
you have the right to appeal that initial decision. And for clarity,
money for SSI benefits is not taken from Social Security funds but
rather from the Government’s general funds.

Current Driver’s Licenses Will no Longer be
Accepted as Adequate Form of Identification

At Airports and Military Bases, Starting October 2020

Maryland MVA Extending Service Hours To Accommodate Appointments For REAL ID

WASHINGTON, D. C. (May 1, 2019)—
The lines are running longer and the time
is getting shorter. You only have less than
a year and a half left to become REAL ID
compliant. But the time it takes for air trav-
elers to round up all the documentation
they need to obtain REAL ID-compliant
identification may go “slower than cold
molasses in January.” Maryland, Virginia
and the District of Columbia are REAL
ID compliant jurisdictions. That means
starting in October 2020, area residents
will need either a REAL ID or a passport
to board even a domestic airline flight or
enter a federal building. To expedite the
process of obtaining a REAL ID, you must
meet the burden of proof, advises AAA
Travel Services. Come forward and iden-
tify yourself. Literally. To do so, you will
need one proof of identity. You must also
provide one proof of legal presence, plus
two proofs of residency of your state or
jurisdiction, in fact. All the documents you
need for proof, or as proof, must be origi-
nals, including official birth documents is-
sued by a state.

To tame snaking lines and trim wait
times for REAL ID, the Maryland Depart-
ment of Transportation Motor Vehicle Ad-
ministration (MVA) is extending service
hours at seven branch offices, including
Gaithersburg, starting next Tuesday, May
7. Under the plan, the Maryland MVA will
make “more than 3,000 appointments
available statewide each day.” The MVA
is also adding staff at its offices to meet
the rush for REAL ID. The number of driv-
ers’ licenses renewals in Maryland has bal-
looned “from 10,000 a month to 100,000
drivers’ licenses per month,” according to
news reports. To avoid the wait, Maryland
residents are eligible for early renewal up
to six months before their driver’s license
or identification card expires. Virginia like-
wise is in the process of replacing and re-
newing “as many as 2.7 million driver’s
licenses” over a two-year period. Similarly,
District residents currently holding city-
issued drivers’ licenses that are expiring
will be “renewed with either a REAL ID
driver’s license or a Limited Purpose dri-
ver’s license.”

“Passed in the aftermath of 9/11, the
REAL ID Act of 2005 established new
standards for state-issued driver’s licenses
and identification cards required to board
domestic flights or enter certain federal fa-
cilities,” said John B. Townsend II, AAA
Mid-Atlantic’s Manager of Public and
Government Affairs. “The process of ob-
taining your permanent REAL ID creden-
tial can prove time-consuming and tedious.
It’s standing room only with long lines.
You must present full documentation prov-
ing identity. Only original versions or cer-
tified copies of the required documents
will be accepted. However, before standing
in a long line or making an appointment,
check to see if you already have a REAL
ID credential. If you have a star in the up-
per right-hand corner of your driver’s li-
cense, permit, or identification card, you

have a REAL-ID compliant license.”
Late next year Transportation Security

Administration (TSA) officers will no

longer allow travelers residing in Mary-

land, Virginia or the District into airport
checkpoints, or beyond ticket document

checking stations, without a REAL ID li-

cense or another form of acceptable ID.

Compared to the requirements for a stan-

dard driver’s license, additional documen-

tation is critical for obtaining a REAL ID

compliant card. It can take a lot of time.

Maryland residents must gather and

bring the following documents with

them to renew:

* One proof of age and identity. Exam-
ples: An original or certified copy of
your U.S. Birth Certificate or a valid,
unexpired U.S. Passport. (If your current
legal name is different than what is listed
on these documents, you will also need
to provide a government-issued mar-
riage certificate, divorce decree, or other
court document(s) to explain the name
change).

* One proof of Social Security. Exam-
ples: An original Social Se-

Identify yourself. All applicants for a
Virginia REAL ID compliant credential, in-
cluding current Virginia credential holders,
must apply in-person, and pay a one-time
$10 REAL ID surcharge in addition to stan-
dard fees. Residents of Virginia, Maryland
and the District must also provide proof of
any name changes, including marriage cer-
tificates or divorce decrees. Mark well: “If
the name on your identity document is
different than your legal name, you must
show proof of your name change.” All
documents are subject to verification. Tem-
porary documents and photocopies will not
be accepted. When it comes to proof of
identification and legal presence, keep in
mind birth documents issued by a hospital;
notification or birth registration; and Puerto
Rico birth certificates issued before July 1,
2010 are not accepted. For security pur-
poses, your renewed driver’s license or
identification card will be mailed directly
to your home address.

It’s proof positive. However, if you do
not have your birth certificate in your pos-
session, you will need to contact your state

“Sixty percent of Maryland’s almost 3
million licensed drivers must submit new
documentation to prove age, identity and
residence by October 2020,” according to
Maryland Reporter.Com. Congress passed
the REAL ID Act back in 2005 to stan-
dardize ID cards across states in response
to recommendations from the 9/11 Com-
mission. REAL ID is not required for chil-
dren under 18. Nevertheless, you can board
a flight, if you have a U.S. Passport or an-
other form of approved identification you
can use that instead, explains the Virginia
Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV).
How do you prove who you are? It isn’t
that simple. The District DMV issues dri-
ver’s licenses at a clip of 34,897 per quar-
ter. The District DMV will mail you a “re-
newal notice 60 days before your current
DC DMV driver’s license expires.” How-
ever, if a District resident doesn’t meet the
requirements for online renewals, he or
she must visit a DC DMV service center
and bring documents that verify his or her
identity and residence in the District, and
Social Security number, as well as his or
her current DC driver’s license. Virginia
residents also need original documents
that prove the following:

* Identity.

* Legal presence in the United States.

* Social security number, if you have been
issued one.

 Virginia residency.

or county Department of Health office in
the state of your birth and request an orig-
inal or certified copy. Some states may
take up to five months to process duplicate
birth certificates. Contrary to urban legend
or popular opinion, the REAL ID Act
“does not require individuals to present
identification where it is not currently re-
quired to access a Federal facility (such as
to enter the public areas of the Smithson-
ian) nor does it prohibit an agency from
accepting other forms of identity docu-
ments other than documents from non-
compliant states (such as a U.S. passport
or passport card).”

Here is the Cliff’s Notes version. Mary-
land residents are encouraged to make an
appointment on the MDOT MVA website,
and after collecting documentation visit a
local branch to become REAL ID compli-
ant. See www.mva.maryland.gov/realid.
Starting October 1, 2020, residents of Mary-
land, Virginia and the District will need to
present a REAL ID compliant license/ID,
or another acceptable form of ID, for ac-
cessing Federal facilities, entering nuclear
power plants, and boarding commercial air-
craft. This is what is called “card-based”
enforcement at ticket document checking
station. The card, itself, must be REAL ID
compliant unless the resident is using an
alternative acceptable document, such as a
passport, explains the Department of Home-
land Security. The TSA also has a one-
minute video that provides information
about flying with a REAL ID:

GREENBELT, Md. (April 29, 2019)—On
May 1, 1959, the Beltsville Space Center
in Greenbelt, Maryland, was renamed
NASA’s Goddard Space Flight Center in
honor of Robert H. Goddard, widely con-
sidered the father of modern rocketry. Thus
began a 60-year boom in science and tech-
nological innovation.

The center has led or contributed to many
of the agency’s accomplishments, ranging
from missions to the Moon to detecting the
first light in the universe and arriving at an
asteroid in space to collect a sample. God-
dard now boasts the largest concentration
of scientists and engineers dedicated to the
study of Earth and space and has success-
fully sent more than 300 satellites into orbit,
secured more than 800 patents, produced
more than 50,000 science and technical pub-
lications, and contributed to several signif-
icant awards, including the Nobel Prize in
physics.

Many of its innovations have resulted in
commercial applications, such as spacecraft
sensors and control centers being re-pur-
posed for traffic management and methods
for grinding large observatory mirrors being
used to improve machines for Lasik surgery.
Thanks to its past successes, Goddard is
poised to contribute to NASA’s future goals,

When we last saw the
Avengers, they were part of the
lucky half of the universe that
had not been wiped out of exis-
tence when Thanos (Josh Brolin)
snapped his fingers. (And what
a fortunate coincidence that the
random culling didn’t include
any of the six core Avengers, not
even the archery guy nobody
cares about.) We assumed all or
most of the damage done in “In-
finity War” would be undone in
“Endgame”—the only question
was how, exactly—and I'm
pleased to report that the “how”
is something that hadn’t oc-
curred to me (not that I spent a

lot of time speculating). After
all, Thanos himself isn’t the
problem. Getting rid of him
doesn’t solve anything. It’s the
Infinity Stones that matter.
Things are somber in the af-
termath. Half the population is
gone, and the world is in turmoil.
Tony Stark (Robert Downey Jr.)
bitterly reminds everyone that his
idea of protecting the Earth with
a big shield would have pre-
vented this. Clint Barton (Jeremy
Renner), aka Hawkeye, has
gone on a personal mission of
vengeance that the movie doesn’t
bother to show us (poor Clint).
Natasha (Scarlett Johansson), aka
Black Widow, is trying to main-
tain order, coordinating with
Carol Danvers (Brie Larson)—
who’s helping out on other plan-
ets, too—and with Okoye (Danai
Gurira), Wakanda’s remaining
leader. Capt. Steve Rogers (Chris
Evans) leads a support group
for mourners. Thor (Chris
Hemsworth) lets himself go in
comical ways, while Bruce Ban-
ner (Mark Ruffalo) finds a peace-

science-fiction (a glowing green
rock that can manipulate time
when a wizard uses it, THAT
makes sense), but it’s their only
hope. Besides, it’s not that far-
fetched. “I get emails from a rac-
coon,” Natasha says. “Nothing
is crazy anymore.”

There’s a lot of movie in this
movie, which runs nearly three
hours without credits and has ap-
pearances by more than 50 peo-
ple from previous Marvel Cine-
matic Universe films. Kudos to
directors Anthony and Joe Russo
just for keeping things organ-
ized, let alone coherent, which
they also manage. Nearly every-
one with dialogue gets a good
character beat or two, and the
core players have the types of
interactions we’ve come to ex-
pect and enjoy (Tony Stark call-
ing Rocket a “Build-a-Bear” and
referring to bearded, disheveled
Thor as “Lebowski”; several
comments about Captain Amer-
ica’s butt). There are complica-
tions in the story (written by

time really only goes forward
and that they must accept them-
selves as they are.

Does it feel too long? Yes. Is
that a surprise? No, especially
considering how many story
threads need to be wrapped up
(think of the last “Lord of the
Rings”). But there’s not much
wheel-spinning in the epic-sized
story, and the Russos use its mas-
siveness to impress the scope of
it all upon us: Billions of people
died on Earth alone, trillions
across the universe. Against all
odds, these last two Avengers
movies really do show the weight
and finality of death (final under
certain circumstances, anyway,
and weighty if it’s people we
know) while spotlighting what we
love most about these crossover
events: the thrill of seeing multi-
ple heroes work together to defeat
an enemy. This isn’t the end, of
course, merely the season finale
after the customary 22 episodes,
but it’s an appropriate place to
stop and reflect on the fun we’ve
had, or what we remember of it.

lican Caucuses met for hours across the hall from each other in the
Lowe Office House Building; the House Minority Caucus scheduled
a press conference for 10:45 a.m., but time passed and there was no
announcement.

Through various times during the late morning and into the early
afternoon, members of both caucuses left and re-entered their meet-
ing rooms. At one point, the Black Caucus left to have its own short
meeting.

The full Democratic Caucus finally exited its meeting room around
2:30 p.m., where at a makeshift podium they announced unanimous
support for Jones.

The unanimous vote was made official at a special House session
roughly 30 minutes after the announcement. Both McIntosh and Davis
spoke on the floor in support of Jones as new House Speaker, and
Jones was visibly emotional as her colleagues spoke glowingly of her.

At a press conference following the vote, Jones thanked Mclntosh
and Davis, who she said placed the Democratic Caucus above them-
selves in working together and eventually backing her.

“It’s because of these two individuals that are flanking me on the
left and the right,” Jones said while gesturing to McIntosh and Davis,
“that I am in this position where | am today.”

Said Mclntosh: “I think everybody agreed at the end that it was so
important to find a candidate who could get to 71 ... I think we all are
better and stronger for it. We’re united. I think we’re even stronger.”

Republican Gov. Larry Hogan and Speaker President Thomas V.
Mike Miller Jr., D-Prince George’s, Charles and Calvert, joined in
congratulating Jones.

Hogan called Wednesday’s vote a “proud and historic moment” for
Maryland, and Miller called Jones a “natural successor” to Busch.

Delegate C.T. Wilson, D-Charles, praised Davis, who he said had
the votes secured, but was open to Jones as the next House Speaker to
prevent a fracture within the party.

“Dereck Davis had it. He had that gold ring in his hand and he
stepped back to save the Democratic Caucus,” Wilson said. “The Black
Caucus endorsed him and I’m happy for Adrienne, but Dereck Davis
had it. He was a gentleman.”

Wilson said a primary issue some Democratic lawmakers had with
Davis was that he wasn’t as progressive as they would have liked.

“I keep telling them, African Americans aren’t as liberal as they
think we are,” Wilson said. “We’re thinkers, we’re church-goers, we’re
God-fearing people.”

Either way the votes tipped, history would have been made. McIn-
tosh would have been the first openly gay House Speaker and the first
woman, and Davis would have been the first African American House
Speaker.

Jones has served as a delegate since 1997, notably sitting on the
Appropriations Committee, which MclIntosh chairs, for 16 years.

She oversees the agenda of a state that still has many unresolved is-
sues from the past legislative session, notably issues over educating
spending and redistricting.

“Adrienne has been spectacular,” Davis said. “She guided us through
the roughest period I know during my 25 years down here. She did it
with dignity and grace and she’s the best person for the job.”

(May 6, 2019)—Bowie High School
choral director Angelica Brooks is the 2019 Prince George’s County
Teacher of the Year.

Brooks was nominated by her peers for her engaging instruction,
passion for teaching and dedication to developing young vocalists.
She also performs several leadership roles, including honors chorus
director, vocal/general music curriculum writer and professional de-
velopment presenter for the school system.

“Mrs. Brooks takes pride in creating learning experiences that
have a dynamic impact on her students,” said Bowie principal
Robynne Prince. “Her choral program is among the top in the district
as well as the state and she has built a reputation for being one of
the best in her field.”

Brooks has earned her Advanced Professional Certificate and is
a candidate for National Board Certification. She was previously
nominated for Teacher of the Year in 2012. In addition, she is a
2013 Grammy Music Educator of the Year quarterfinalist. Brooks
received a 2014 Board of Education Award for Superior State Chorus
Ratings and Maryland Music Educators Association (MMEA) Su-
perior Ratings in Choral Excellence from 2013 to 2018.

Geraldine Joan Rosos, ESOL teacher from Cooper Lane Ele-
mentary School, was named first runner-up for Teacher of the Year.
Kelly Burgess, AVID teacher at Dwight D. Eisenhower Middle
School, and Katrina Davis, Judith P. Hoyer Montessori School gen-
eral education teacher, were finalists.
