The Prince George’s County Fiscal Year (FY) 2021 — 2025 Consolidated Plan
for Housing and Community Development is a strategic plan that identifies
the federal, state and local resources expected to be available to the County
for the next five years and the institutional structure in which the Consoli-
dated Plan will be implemented.

The Consolidated Plan outlines measures to improve housing opportuni-
ties by creating and preserving affordable housing, increase economic de-
velopment, prevent homelessness, reduce the hazards of lead-based paint,
address the needs of public housing, present an anti-poverty strategy, invest
in public services, and meet the needs of persons with special needs. Further,
the Consolidated Plan estimates the amount of federal entitlement funds
projected for proposed housing and community development activities in
order to achieve the goals and carry out the objectives over a five-year pe-
riod.

The Adopted Budget Ordinance for Fiscal Year July 1, 2020, to June 30,
2021, appropriates monies on-hand and anticipated revenue for all the di-
verse funds of the City of Bowie. O-2-20 establishes a real property tax rate
of $.40 per one hundred dollars of assessed value and a personal property
tax rate of $1.00 per one hundred dollars of assessed value. It also estab-
lishes:

Special Taxing District 1 — University of Maryland Science and Technology
Center Stormwater Management (Melford) - at a rate of $0.064 per hundred
dollars of assessed value for all real property.

Special Taxing District 2 - Bowie Town Center (Centennial Park) Stormwa-
ter Management - at a rate of $0.025 per hundred dollars of assessed value
for all real property.

CHARTER AMENDMENT RESOLUTION CA-20-02

A CHARTER AMENDMENT RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUN-
CIL OF THE CITY OF SEAT PLEASANT, passed pursuant to the au-
thority of Article XI-E of the Constitution of Maryland and §§
4-302(1) and 4-304 of the Local Government Article of the Maryland
Annotated Code to amend the Municipal Charter of the City of Seat
Pleasant (as published in Municipal Charters of Maryland, Vol. 7,
2008 Replacement Edition and November 2011 Supplement) for the
purposes of creating a New section Article XVI of the City Charter
titled State of Emergency. Declaring a Local State of Emergency pro-
vides local governments with the powers necessary to coordinate
and implement plans aimed at protecting people and property dur-
ing a disaster. For example, A declaration of emergency is necessary
to secure mutual disaster aid from Local, State and Federal Agencies.
A declaration of emergency also permits a local governing body to
promulgate orders and regulations necessary for the protection of
life and property, such as imposing a curfew and ordering the dem-
olition of unsafe structures. Furthermore, declaring a local state of
emergency ensures that the local government and its officials and
employees are immune from liability when exercising their official
duties during an emergency. The Cﬁarter Amendment Resolution
shall be deemed a fair summary; and generally relating to the gov-
ernance of the City of Seat Pleasant.

The amendments to the Charter contained in the Charter Amendment
Resolution will become effective on June 23, 2020, subject to the provi-
sions of Article 23A, Section 13 of the Annotated Code of Maryland re-
garding the right of the qualified voters of the City to petition the
proposed amendments to referendum on or before June 12, 2020. The
Resolution shall be posted and can be viewed in its entirety at City Hall
(address below) through at least June 23, 2020.
