The Redevelopment Authority announces the availability of funding
to improve targeted shopping centers and retail space in Prince George’s
County. Targeted properties are those identified in the 2017 Prince
George’s County Competitive Retail Market Strategic Action Plan as
shopping centers/retail areas that should be improved due to stronger
market potential and promising site conditions. 

The Redevelopment Authority of Prince George’s County Commercial
Property Improvement Program (CPIP) was established to assist owners
of shopping centers and main street retail space with exterior façade,
place making, lighting and major building systems improvements that
enhance retail competitiveness and viability.
